In front of the living pavilion, the fifteen metre pool creates a reflective carpet that 

leads through the sculpture garden. It is here that provides the epicentre for the many 
functions held at the villa, including parties for the rich and famous. Flanking the pool 
are pathways that send guests through to the three bedrooms on either side, designed 
symmetrically to give The Ylang Ylang two identical master suites with private jacuzzi 
facing the sandy beach and the splendid views of the ocean from the east coast of Bali.  
 

The architect has put her warm personality into the design. The Ylang Ylang 
functions perfectly as both an event venue and as a cozy island retreat, fulfilling her 
intentions, To realise your dreams and share that very special occasion with your loved 
ones for a holiday, birthday, party or business gathering, you will find The Ylang Ylang 
an oasis of romantic serenity passionately seducing all your senses.
